In our last newsletter we wrote that we 
expected to be in Bulgaria in October.  
Since then we received information 
from the Bulgarian Consulate that pa-
perwork different from what we were 
originally informed was required for 
David’s visa, and that the processing 
time on his visa will be about two 
months.  Unfortunately, this meant that 
we were not able to fly out last month, 
and our departure has been delayed 
until January 17th.  (Fortunately, only 
David requires a visa.) 

We are keeping busy while we wait for 
our flight.  David is working hard learn-
ing Bulgarian, and Sasha is research-
ing possible neighborhoods in Sofia 
where we can make a good home for 
our family as well as have maximum 
impact in ministry.  We continue to 
connect with supporters and churches 
in the area to keep them all informed 
about this new ministry.  We also hope 
to find potential new teammates to join 
us in Sofia over the next few months. 

This waiting time has also been a 
good time to reflect on what God has 
done through us in the past year. 

We were delighted to see our church 
at the university in Lodz nearly quadru-
ple in size.  It was such a blessing to 

see young men and women not only 
studying the Bible, but applying what 
they learned, and taking ownership of 
their own ministry.  We have no doubt 
that they will continue to make an im-
pact for the kingdom.  While we were 
sad to leave them, we are sure that our 
group was left in good hands. 

While the church was growing in Lodz 
we were also looking into starting up a 
new field in Bulgaria’s capital city of 
Sofia.  In January and February, we 
took a trip to Bulgaria with our area 
leader to assess the strategic impact of 
a potential new ReachGlobal team 
there.  We saw unquestionable strate-
gic opportunity in starting a team in 
Sofia, and continued to pursue making 
a new ReachGlobal team there a real-
ity. 

In June, we traveled to Minnesota for a 
time of evaluation and interviews with 
the ReachGlobal leadership.  After 
careful consideration, they gave us 
their support to begin a new city team 
in Sofia. 

We are ready to get going, and count-
ing the days until January 17th.  Thank 
you for your prayers and support over 
this past year.
